West Union City Council met July 21st, 2014 at 6:00 P.M. in Council
Chambers with Mayor Kent Halverson presiding. The meeting began with
citing the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call: Present — Council members, Gumm, Keller, Granger, Bemiss,
and Stansbery.  Absent — City Administrator Teresa Ruroden

Motion was made by Gumm, seconded by Stansbery, to approve the
agenda as presented. All Aye. Carried.

Motion was made by Stansbery, seconded by Granger , to approve
minutes of the July 7th, 2014 regular meeting. All Aye. Carried.

Tristan Miller presented his Eagle Scout Project to build a Limestone
“Welcome to West Union” sign at the corner of Don Baumler’s land south
on Highway 150. Don Baumler offered to donate his land to the City for
$1 plus cost to survey once the project is done, estimated around $800.
Rory Starks advised we have limestone left from the downtown project.
Motion was made by Gumm, seconded by Granger, to approve the Project
as presented. All Aye. Carried. Motion was then made by Bemiss,
seconded by Gumm, to approve donating the Limestone the City has
towards the project. All Aye. Carried. Motion was then made by Bemiss,
seconded by Granger, for the City to underwrite the cost of the survey and
the $1 land purchase for Don Baumler as requested. All Aye. Carried.

After discussion on some transfers to balance accounts, council asked for
more information on the amounts and where transferred from before
approval. Motion to table until next meeting was made by Bemiss,
seconded by Gumm. All Aye. Carried.

This is the report required by the state for Road Use Funds. Motion was
made by Gumm, seconded by Granger, to approve as presented. All Aye.
Carried.

City Attorney Jerem White advised to correct the procedure, this is the
Resolution to set the Public Hearing for sale of the property at 329 E. EIm
Street for the August 4™, 2014 meeting at 6:00 p.m. Bids will be accepted
until 1:00 p.m. on August 1¥, 2014. The Public Notice will be in this
week’s Union. Motion was made by Gumm, seconded by Stansbery, to
approve setting the Public Hearing as presented. All Aye. Carried.

As per above, this Resolution sets the Public Hearing on the second
property located at 310 W. EIm St. for August 4™, 2014 at 6:00 p.m. also.
Motion to approve as presented was made by Bemiss, seconded by
Stansbery. All Aye. Carried.

Implementing the sidewalk replacement program started with a draft of
ideas Ruroden prepared for Council. Biederman and Granger advised
there are some changes needed to update the spec sheet, and Biederman
offered to collect data on what an average sidewalk would cost to replace
and bring to the next council meeting. Everyone agreed this is the initial
use they would like to see the Franchise Fees go towards, keeping in mind
we have about $80,000 to expend in 2016 for the bridge replacement past
AgVantage. Starks commented that we would have some L.O.S.T funds
going to the street once the pool is paid off that could go towards the
bridge. Discussion to continue.

As a result of the recent court case on a Pit Bull in town, City Attorney
White modified section 56.03 and 56.06 requested by council. Discussion
continued on the ordinance. Motion was then made by Keller, seconded
by Stansbery, to approve the First Read of Ordinance 587 as presented.
Bemiss-Yes; Gumm-No; Granger-No; Keller-Yes; Stansbery-Yes.
Carried. Motion was then made by Stansbery, seconded by Bemiss, to
waive the 2" and 3" Readings. Keller-Yes; Granger-No; Gumm-No;
Bemiss-Yes; Stansbery-Yes. Failed (a waive of Readings must contain %
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majority, which would be 4 votes). Officer Parker was asked by Council
to put together an enforcement plan and bring to the Council.

It has been brought to our attention of a couple areas where travel has been
completely prohibited, and at one point, emergency vehicles were not able
to get through, and therefore the request to change Adams Street and West
Main Street to No Parking on the south side between Vine Street &

Oak Street; and also Sunset Boulevard on the south and west side between
South Pine Street and Hollywood Boulevard. Starks will put signs up.
Motion was made by Bemiss, seconded by Gumm, to approve First
Reading as presented. All Aye. Carried. Motion was then made to waive
2" and 3" Readings by Stansbery, seconded by Bemiss. All Aye.

Carried. Motion to Adopt the Ordinance as presented was made by
Stansbery, seconded by Granger. All Aye. Carried.

Starks advised council that the State gives money to the counties for

Farm to Market Roads, but the City does not receive any. North Pine
Street needs repair and is considered a Farm to Market Road, so he would
like approval to request funds for the project. Motion was made by Gumm,
seconded by Stansbery, to approve the request. All Aye. Carried.

Motion was made by Bemiss, seconded by Granger, to approve the
July, 2014 Expenditures totaling $838,859.19 as presented. All Aye.

Carried.
