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Chamber Spotlight: West Union Veterinary Clinic

The West Union Veterinary Clinic has been around as long as i I 3 7
most residents can remember. This month not only marks 50 18§
years of service for Dr. Wayne Bieknese, but his 80" birthday as

well.

50 years ago, in 1964, Wayne Bieknese came to West Union and

became a partner with Dr. Merrill Frevert, who had began his prac- |

tice here in 1933. Frevert had worked from his home on his farm- |

stead, which was located on the land where the current building

(built in 1955) sits. Bieknese remembers when the only buildings

to the West were Cutty’s Boot Hill Supper Club, the bowling alley,

and Heying Firms. To the East was Fanzen Implement. The gro-

cery store, strip mall, and all the homes to the North, were farm

land when Bieknese began work. Dr. John Baldwin and Dr. Wayne Bieknese
Bieknese recalls a time when agriculture was even more abundant in the West Union area. He says with the change
from family farm to larger operations, he has seen a change in the type and size of farms they work with. Small ani-
mal care has increased over the years as people have welcomed small animals into their lives as family members.
They have become bigger priorities than they may have been in the past. John Baldwin’s primary work is with large
animals, while Wayne Bieknese now works more with smaller animals. Bieknese said he has definitely been able to
see the benefits of having small animals, especially for those who live alone. He says, “They are certainly called com-
panion animals for a reason.”

West Union Veterinary Clinic also practices Veterinary Orthopedic Manipulation. This is a practice similar to chiro-
practic work on primarily small animals. They also offer pharmaceuticals and small animal products in the clinic.
